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“After that whole generation had been
gathered to their fathers, another generation

grew up, who knew neither the Lord nor what He had
done for Israel.” (Judges 2:10)

On a personal level we might ask if this applies to the
children of our own extended families. Do they know
God and serve Him? Broadly we may be thinking
that the Christian consensus
has departed or diminished
in our country or in society
in general. Worldwide there
seems to be more hope --
not so much in the post-
modern, secular, and
materialistic countries, but
rather in the very countries
where ICLD’s shipping is focused: sub-Saharan
Africa, sub-continental Asia, and other strategic
locations in the so-called Third World.

These more economically impoverished places are
sending missionaries to the USA and other Western
nations. These poorer and weaker brothers and sisters
are speaking up on the world stage when their sister
denominations in First World countries are seeking to
redefine marriage, redefine the life of newborns,
redefine the role of of Scripture and the practice of

orthodox faith. Here in the West do we care? God’s
best to all who keep the Lord Jesus Christ first and
His Kingdom uppermost in word and deed.

ICLD’s mission is to place quality Gospel literature
and Bibles in the hands of pastors and ministry
leaders throughout the English-speaking world free-
of-charge. Please help us with the high cost of
postage --- about $2.15 per pound (Now Airmail
Only: surface mail discontinued!). In these days of
questions, problems, and troubles (most of human
history!) we need to look closely at our practices and

patterns regarding the Lord
and His work. Are we
clinging to what we have? Is
this what we demonstrate
and teach to our children?
Do we exemplify trust in
God’s provision and His
providence and His
sovereignty and show our

children and the world that our lives are based on
functional faith in biblical truth and courageous
living because we are sure of victory (Romans 8:37)?

Do not deprive or forsake your other Christian
commitments; however, if you can, send us some
shipping money, bring us some books, volunteer at
ICLD as we send Light and Power to the world
through God’s Word.
